EOI Guidelines 2010

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

To be eligible for United Way of Halton Hills (UWHH) funding, all applicant agencies must meet the following eligibility criteria:

a)  be incorporated and registered as a charitable agency under the federal Income Tax Act;

b)
have a clearly stated purpose and function within the voluntary health and social services field;

c) delivering active services in Halton Hills;

d)
demonstrate that there is a need for a separate United Way agency which can effectively meet identified needs in Halton Hills not currently being met by other funded agencies;

e)
be operated by a volunteer Board of Directors which reflects the community it serves and is responsible for the development, delivery and evaluation of services and the effective and efficient management of the agency's program and budgets. The Board shall have a specified plan for rotation of its membership;  

f)  if the agency is part of national or provincial agency, there must be a local volunteer advisory committee that oversees the agency;

g)
have a voting membership which reflects the community it serves. Individual voting members must be at least 18 years of age (consistent with the Corporations Act);

h)
effectively use volunteers in the delivery of services, where appropriate;

i)  have an annual budget and produce local annual audited financial statements;

j)
be able to demonstrate that it has the support of the Halton Hills community;

k)
be in accordance with the Ontario Human Rights Code, not exclude anyone from service, accommodation or employment by reason of race, ancestry, place of origin, colour, ethnic origin, citizenship, creed, sex, sexual orientation, age, marital status, family status or handicap;

l)
be supportive of United Way of Halton Hills’  mission and policies;

m)  use outcome measurement as part of its program evaluation.

n)   agree to respect the annual UWHH blackout period; 

o)   advertise the UW logo on all documentation.
